Arthur Erickson: Artistic Excellence

Arthur Erickson:  We settled this continent without art.  

So it was easy for us to treat it as an imported luxury, not a neces-
sity. 

 On May 20th, 2009 Arthur Erickson died at age 84 in the Vancouver 
that he had changed during his lifetime. Arthur Erickson put Vancou-
ver and Canadian architecture on the map, and as much as he was 
an architect, he was an artist in the true sense of the word. Erickson 
excelled not only in architecture but in the visual arts as well, and 
while still a teenager he exhibited his oil pastel abstracts in the Van-
couver Art gallery in 1940.   

At a very early age, Ericksonôs aesthetic education was influenced 
by the natural setting of B.C. He was spellbound by nature. Bringing 
home an inestimable amount of samples from nature, his parents 
believed in pioneering the arts and encouraged him in this area artis-
tically. He displayed great drawing talents and was fortunate to know 

and be mentored by great Canadian artists like Lauren Harris, 
Emily Carr, and his life-long friend Gordon Smith.   

Not only known for bringing the architecture of Vancouver and its 
surrounding areas into the future, Erickson is highly acclaimed na-

tionally and internationally. Besides his internationally award winning 
design of Simon Fraser University with his then partner Geoffrey 
Massey, at Deer Lake Park Ericksonôs 1965 William and Ruth Bald-
win House stands in its original condition. The City of Burnaby ac-
quired the house for public use, and in 2002 designated the home 
and land as the first modern heritage site in Burnaby. Artist and ar-
chitect, Arthur Erickson, can easily be remembered by us all, espe-
cially right here in our Deer Lake Park.

My name is Katherine Freund-Hainsworth. I am a heri-
tage buildings illustrator, a non-fiction writer, published 
author, columnist, & researcher of history, and also a 
mixed-media visual artist. I am passionate about history, 
and in 2005 my husband and I wrote, & published with 
Dundurn Press-Toronto, a book entitled A New Westmin-
ster Album: Glimpses of the City as it Was.  

 

My artwork has a modern feel with historical subject 
matter, mixed with fish, butterflies, old cars, archived 
social historic photographs, architecture, and more. I do 
3D mixed-media assemblage and primarily 2D mixed-media 
on paper combining my photographs, drawings (in graphite, 
pastel, ink, & charcoal), paintings (acrylic), traditional print-
making, and digital printmaking mixed with an array of materi-
als. I have also exhibited sculptures in metal, clay, paper 
mach®, plaster, objet dôart, ceramics, & 3D paper. My 2D 
mixed-media work is publicly preserved in the permanent 
collections of the City of New Westminsterôs Museum & Ar-
chives and the Public Library.         

 

 My co-author husband, Gavin Hainsworth, is a secondary 
school teacher and a non-fiction writer, journalist, and his-
tory researcher. His interests and work in the literary arts and 
history made him the 2005 Bernie Legge Arts & Culture Award 
winner. Our book has been nominated for two BC book 
awards, and we combine our literary work in a monthly history 
column in The Piffle Magazine. We have also been asked to 
write representing New Westminster in The Globe & Mail.  

 

 This example of my artwork is entitled ñOur City is a City of 
Championsò, and is one sample of the styles of artwork that I 
do. The work on our book began the departure point of my art 
moving to history, and now I canôt stop it. For me, history is the 
perfect subject, and mixed media art & writing are the perfect 
mediums.
